Aquatic Studies 
 

Grades 3-8  (2.5-3 hours)          
Spring & Fall 

 

All life depends on clean water.  A study of 
the biota in an aquatic ecosystem can help  
determine water quality.  In this program,  
students sample aquatic life at both a pond 
and a stream.  Identification of the living     
organisms (plants as well as animals) sampled 
at each site leads to a discussion of the water 
quality at Dahlem.

Annie’s BIG Nature  
Lesson 

  Grades 2-8  
(5 consecutive days during school hours)  

 

ABNL is an environmental education program that 
brings children, parents, and teachers into the natu-
ral world for learning. This five consecutive day 
study trip is conducted at community nature centers 
and invites participants to immerse themselves in 
exploration of different habitats, learn with experts 
on site, observe and write for an hour each day, and 
make a positive difference through stewardship   
projects. Teacher and Naturalist Educator co-teach. 
 

Teachers must attend a one day training session in 
the Fall/Winter in order to register their class for 
Annie’s BIG Nature Lesson at a local participating 
nature center. Fee per class of up to 30 students; 
$400/week. Each additional student is $5/week. 
Standards: science processes, physical, life, and 
earth sciences.

Find our local amphibians in their favorite 
spring hideouts.  Study their life cycles, and 
characteristics and learn their language.  Does 
a frog really feel like a dill pickle?  Come to 
Dahlem and find out!
